Congregational Meeting

January 22, 2023

The Meeting was called to order at 10:40 AM by Lisa Morehead, Moderator and opened with prayer by
Pastor Susan. There were 35 Members present.

The Minutes of the September 18, 2022 Congregational Meeting were read and approved as read.

Finances were reviewed by Lenny Reiter providing a handout . He also offered to talk with individuals
about questions or concerns after the meeting.

Jeneen Kubala, Chair of the 200'"" Celebration, shared the monthly activities that are being planned and
that profits from selling pies in 2022 have been designated to provide for these events. She provided a
colorful handout and discussed some of the details.
